· A deposit of $150.00 will be due WITH YOUR APPLICATION, in Cash - No Exceptions - due May 15, 2026 by 3:30pm.  Failure to pay by this date will forfeit your acceptance to attend the National FFA Convention.
· Note: If you are not accepted to attend National Convention, the deposit will be refunded back to you. If you accept our invitation to attend, the deposit will be used toward your trip. NO REFUNDS AFTER YOU ACCEPT.
· Final payment will be due at the end of June, date TBD. Date will be communicated as soon as numbers and travel are arranged.
· Due to increasing costs, please note that we are going to attend the National FFA Convention EVERY OTHER year, starting after 2026 – unless you qualify on a team, as a delegate, etc. Please plan accordingly!
Upon Acceptance:
· Upon receiving an acceptance notice, if you are accepted, and for whatever reason, decide not to attend, it is your responsibility to inform your Ag Teacher ASAP.
· If you are accepted, decide not to attend, and DO NOT inform an Ag Teacher, payment is expected. If payment is not received, student will be billed for their outstanding balance.
Eligibility:
To be eligible to attend the National FFA Convention & Expo:
· Must be academically eligible (2.0+ GPA on your 4th quarter transcript).
· Must complete Rules for Participants form.
· Must complete Authorization to Consent to Medical Treatment form.
· Signed FFA Code of Conduct

Any member who accepts acceptance to attend the convention will be held financially responsible for repayment of the convention cost in the event that they do not attend the convention. These signatures indicate understanding and acceptance of the above conditions for application.
